As you know, this young man 
developed bone cancer, and then, with the use of an artificial leg, decided to run across Canada 
to raise money for cancer research.

Millions of students participate across Canada and we are proud that Lord Aylmer students are 
always among them.  Our goal this year is to once again raise at least $8,000.00 for the Terry Fox 
Foundation to further the cause of cancer research. 
 
All students will participate, even if they are unable to collect any pledges.  Cycle 2 and 3 students 
will be walking a total of 4.2 km on the day of the event, on a safe route off school property.  

A smaller group of students from 
the senior campus will be training and taking part in a 5 km run along the bike path to Parc des 
Cèdres and back.
